ACTION PLAN

The content of the latest Parish Council Action Plan for 2020/21 (a copy of which is
appended in the Minute Book) was presented to Full Council. In doing so, Members'
attention was drawn by the Clerk to the planned V E Day celebrations and the skate park
expansion, both of which have been postponed due to the pandemic.

In response to a question by a Member, the Clerk explained that it may be possible to re-
open the Community Fridge by splitting the food into bags to be distributed from the
entrance of the Austin Hall. However, it would require planning and any help from
Members would be welcomed. In that respect, Councillors K Guison, G Needham, P
Russell, S Sanderson and A Wood offered their assistance.

Whereupon, it was proposed by Councillor K Gulson, seconded by Councillor P Russell
and RESOLVED that the contents of the Action Plan for 2020/21 be approved.

SECTION 137 BUDGET — AWARD OF GRANT

Councillor P Russell proposed that an award of £250 be made to the Yaxley Library for
the Summer Read, subject to the event going ahead. This was seconded by Councillor M
Oliver and unanimously RESOLVED.

FINANCIAL STATEMENTS FOR YEAR ENDING 315" MARCH 2020

In receiving the Financial Statements for the year ended 31%' March 2019 (a copy of which
is appended in the Minute Book) Members were apprised of the income and expenditure
figures for the year.

Members were advised that the date for local Councils to complete the final audited
accounts had been extended due to the pandemic from 1% June to 1% September 2020 by
Statute. The requirement for public inspection had been amended and must now
commence on or before the first working day of September 2020. The draft accounts
must be approved by 31% August 2020 latest. It was explained that the Internal Auditor
had yet to complete the 2019/20 internal audit process and discussions were taking place
to make this possible whilst observing social distancing rules.

Given the information before them, Councillor K Gulson proposed that the Financial
Statements for year ending 31% March 2020 be approved. This was seconded by
Councillor M Oliver and unanimously RESOLVED.

BUDGET V ACTUAL

Members received and noted a budget monitoring report (a copy of which is appended in
the Minute Book) showing the position of the budget as at 31% March 2020 compared to
that agreed.

BANK RECONCILIATION STATEMENT

TERMS OF REFERENCE FOR THE INTERNAL AUDITORS 2020/21

In reviewing the Council's internal audit work, the following requirements were proposed
by Councillor A Wood:

» Check the effectiveness and efficiency of systems and policies of the Council and
Trust;

Check compliance with laws and regulations including the new GDPR;

Check the reliability and accuracy of financial and operational information;

Follow up on recommendations included in previous audit reports;

Provide professional services to the Council with regard to management reports,
verification of accuracy and to make recommendations.

This was seconded by Councillor P Russell and unanimously RESOLVED.
APPOINTMENT OF INTERNAL AUDITORS FOR 2020/21

Members gave consideration to the appointment of an Internal Auditor for the financial
year 2020/21. Whereupon, it was proposed by Councillor M Oliver that Moore Stephens
be re-appointed as Internal Auditor. This was seconded by Councillor P Russell and
unanimously RESOLVED.

REPORTS FROM REPRESENTATIVES

Members were advised that Huntingdonshire District Council had failed to reach an
agreement with Cambridgeshire County Council over the cost of cutting certain areas of
grass in the village which they cut on County’s behalf. As a result, these areas will now
only be cut three times a year which is standard practice with the County Council. In that
respect, Councillor K Gulson reported that it was his understanding that the District
Council would cut the grass in between these three cuts if necessary.

Councillor K Gulson referred to a recent increase in fly tipping including the remnants of a
cannabis farm that was found on Holme Road. Councillor Gulson asked that residents be
vigilant and report any fly tipping on the District Council's website. He added that the
County's recycling centres had now reopened.

Councillor P Russell reported that the House of Bishops had reviewed their policy on bell
ringing and a single bell could now be rung. As a result, the bell was tolled on V E Day
and would be as part of the clap for NHS carers on a Thursday evening.

EXCLUSION THE PRESS AND PUBLIC

Having been advised that the cost of patching could be met from the
maintenance reserves, Councillor E Gilchrist proposed that the quote from D Wait 1o
patch the car park at the Amenity Centre be accepted subject to clarification over the
depth of the new surface, this was seconded by Councillor A Wood and RESOLVED
unanimously.
